It was reported that the LG/LEVER DISAGREE EICAS message was displayed on
approach after commanding the landing gear lever to DOWN and having three
GREEN landing gear position indications. The crew decided to continue the
approach and landing procedure. As soon as the crew identified that the landing
gear was not extended properly, a go-around procedure was successfully
performed. During manoeuvre, the airplane settled momentarily onto the flaps and
belly.

As corrective action, EMBRAER issued Operational Bulletin 145-001-07,
enforcing the AFM procedure related to the LG/LEVER DISAGREE EICAS
message. Prior to incorporation of this AD the ANAC and the EASA AFM
procedures contain differences; therefore an EASA AFM revision needs to be
incorporated.
